TYPE 2 DIABETES
The problems | listed above are certain risk fac-
tors that increase the risk of type 2 diabetes. Did
your dr. ever tell you your blood sugar is a little
high?

Weight is a primary factor because the more
fatty tissue you have, the more resistant youscell
become to insulin (which is needed to help main-
tain a normal blood sugar). Physical activity helps
you control your weight, uses up glucose as en-
ergy and makes your cells more sensitive to insu-
lin so the less active you are the more susceptible
you are. If you don’t exercise much you loose
body mass and you can get into trouble. Pre-
diabetes is a condition in which your blood sugar

level is higher than normal, but not high enough to

be classified as type 2 diabetes. Left untreated,

pre-diabetes often progresses to type 2 diabdtes. |
you had gestational diabetes when you were preg-

nant or you gave birth to a baby weighing more
than 9 pounds you are more at risk for type 2 dia-
betes.

Type 2 diabetes is a chronic condition that af
fects the way your body metabolizes sugar
(glucose), your main source of fuel. IT IS OFTEN
PREVENTABLE, is on the rise by the current
obesity epidemic.

When you have type 2 diabetes, your body is re-
sistant to the effects of insulin-a hormone that

regulates the absorption of sugar into your calls-0
your body produces some, but not enough, insulin
maintain a normal glucose level.

Type | diabetes is a chronic condition, the-pa
creas produces little or no insulin and typicalty a
pears during childhood or adolescence and these
folks are insulin dependent .

Extreme hunger- because you don't have
enough insulin to move sugar into your cells,
your muscles and organs become depleted of
energy making you more hungry, sometimes
even after you just ate!
Weight loss- even though you may be eating
more you may loose wt. because the muscle t
sues and fat stores may shrink
Fatigue- because the cells are deprived of sug
Blurred vision- if blood sugar levels to high,
fluid can be pulled from the tissues-including
the lenses of your eyes and affects the ability 1
focus.
Slow healing of wounds and frequent infec-
tions- when blood sugar levels are elevated ar
not in control you don’t heal well and it is diffi-
cult to fight infections.

Salem - Willard
Outreach Partnership

Fifteen years ago, Pastor Bow-
lin made contact with the
Willard principal about a possi-
ble partnership between the
school and Salem. With input
from Cathie Anderson, | was
asked to head a committee for
such a connection since | had had a relationship
with the school as a parent, volunteer and em-
ployee over a period of years.

We started with an ice cream social for a
fundraiser in case we had need for money. Thase
first years were merger, mostly using the talent
of members of the congregation for cookie bak
ing, striping the parking lot and volunteering in
the classroom. At one time, we had 17 volunteers
at Willard. Our fundraisers have grown in reve-
nue and through the years, we have purchase
TV sets, DVD Player, a scale for the nurses
room, birthday books for each student, a book for
each & grader at the end of the year, bus cou-
pons to enable family to visit grandmother in th
hospital before she died, lice medication, flowers
to plant, shoes, books for the library, and man
other things too numerous to mention. Bonnie
Lartz makes birthday cards for each child and
they each receive a pencil along with the book.

Church members have donated mittens, un-
derwear, sweatpants, Valentine cards, Halloween
costumes, a bicycle, Christmas items, wrappin
paper, tape, etc. for their Santa's bazaar, food fo
their food pantry, clothing and of course, the
many, many school supplies donated each fall
each student has needed items to begin their
school year.

At the end of the year, we invite the whole
staff and our volunteers to Salem for a spring
salad luncheon to show them our appreciation for
the time, effort, and dedication they give each
and every day. The Health and Wellness com
tee collects and packs hygiene kits that are
greatly appreciated by each student.

Because this is a partnership, students want to
give back to Salem. Many of our shus have
received greeting cards, artwork from the stu-
dents and the church receives many letters of
thanks from classes. In earlier years, the second
grade presented a February patriotic program for
Evergreens. These visits were greatly enjoyed.

We are told by the teachers, that the greatest
part of our partnership is the volunteer who
comes into the classroom. Many of these children
need the one on one connection that the
teacher doesn't always have the opportunity to
give. Most of the students are on the "free lunch"
or "reduced lunch" program, come from one par-
